Responding to challenging cases: Abortion or Euthanasia.
Aims of the task

· to explain how a Catholic would respond to someone considering an abortion or euthanasia.

· to evaluate the Catholic teaching in order to create a personal response to the case study.


Task

You need to write two letters to one of the case studies.

Each letter should be a side of A4.

Letter 1 should be written from a Catholic explaining their views on the issue, their beliefs about the sanctity of life and their values of love and care for the individual.

Letter 2 should be a personal response giving your own view, you need to give reasons for your view.

Extension: you could complete the task for both case studies.

You have one week to complete the task.
Case study A


I’m 22 years old, with 4 children, I’m pregnant again and don’t know to do. My husband struggles to make enough money to feed the family, so I’m considering an abortion. I feel so guilty but I just can’t cope and I don’t think I could give my baby away to another family.





Case study B


My life is nearly over, I’ve got terminal cancer and not much longer left to live. I’m scared of dying in so much pain and I do not want my family to have to watch me suffer. I think it would be better to go to a clinic and end my own life.
