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Saul’s Conversion
TASK: To retell the conversion of Saul in your own words
Read the account of Saul’s conversion. What happens? What is the order of events? Who is there? Try to imagine being there with Paul and watching the events take place as an observer. Think about what might be going through his mind and his reasons for converting? What emotions might he be going through?
Now in your own words re-tell the story using your work from class and your imagination. 
Think about:

1. Who was there?

2. What took place?

3. Try to describe Saul’s reasons for converting.

4. Give reasons for Saul’s conversion to Paul.

5. Reflect on why it is significant that Saul’s name changed to being Paul?

6. Include a concluding paragraph on why people might change their beliefs.

7. Perhaps you could compare Saul’s conversion with a time in your own life when you have changed your feelings or beliefs about someone or something.

· Use the Biblical story
· Be reflective and empathise with Saul (put yourself in his shoes!) 
· Take pride in the way that you set out your work
