The Church Today: Modern Dilemmas.

Below are five situations which raise some moral questions. Using: logical arguments, critical thinking and The Bible, show how a Christian might solve the following problems. Write a paragraph for each dilemma:

1. It is your best friend’s birthday and you want to buy him/her a present. The problem is, you have no money. You have heard that it is quite easy to take things from a local shop without paying, as the manager is not very observant. You have spotted something in the shop that costs £8 that you know your friend would really appreciate. STOP!

2. At a friend’s house recently, you were both exploring games websites on the internet and accidentally came across a site that showed naked images of people. Instead of moving away from the site, you and your friend decided to explore it in more detail. It was a pornographic site. Your friend suggests that you try and find some more similar sites.  STOP!

3. There has been a case of theft at school. Someone’s bag has been emptied during PE and their money and valuables taken. Your form teacher gets everyone together to ask for information about what has happened. You see an opportunity to get another boy in the class into trouble: you don’t like him because he’s always laughing at you. You consider seeing the teacher and telling her that you think this other boy is the thief, even though you know nothing about the theft incident.   STOP !

4. There has been a big falling-out among your friendship group. No-one is talking to anyone else and all the fun and sharing that you have enjoyed for the last two years has suddenly stopped. You feel very sad about it and don’t know what to do.  STOP!

5.  You are out on your bike in a quiet road near where you live. As you turn a corner, you see someone lying in the road. As you get closer, you realise it is someone from school – your worst enemy, in fact. He has been beaten up and his attackers have run off, leaving him injured. You think “ well, he deserves it really, because he’s been so mean to others”. What do you do next ?     STOP!
